Adequate Yearly Progress ( AYP )

The No Child Left Behind ( NCLB ) Act requires monitoring AYP on the MEAP English Language Arts ( ELA ) and the Mathematics tests.  To make AYP, a school must have at least 95% of its students taking the MEAP or the MI-Access assessment, and the total percent proficient must be equal to or higher than the state target percentages for the school year.  MEAP state proficiency targets for 2007-2008 are ELA 49% and Mathematics 56 %.  Both the participation rates and the performance levels must be met for the school as well as for selected subgroups of students with 30 or more enrolled.
In 2007-2008, George Washington Academy Met the requirements for AYP.

Accreditation / Education Yes!

Accreditation is based on the state’s Education Yes Report Card.  Education Yes assigns letter grades based on a combination of MEAP scores, a self-assessment of selected performance indicators, and AYP.  Schools with grades of D or higher are accredited.
