Seniors: If you have applied to several colleges/universities, please be sure to see Mrs. Allen in the counseling office to let her know where you have decided to attend.  A final transcript must be sent to your college/university of choice.  Also, if you have not brought in a copy of your acceptance letter(s) to the counseling office, please do so as soon as possible.

[image: ]A Note to Students: This time of the year always seems to be the most difficult time to stay focused on your educational goals.  The weather is getting nicer and students begin to spend less time on schoolwork and more time outside.  Keep in mind that you only have three weeks left of this school year before summer break (except for those who will be attending summer school).  You must continue to complete and turn in homework if you want to finish the school year with a strong grade point average (GPA).  

2010 PSAT: The PSAT/NMSQT is the best preparation for the SAT Reasoning Test.  Students who will be in 11th grade during the 2010-2011 school year who take the test and meet other program entry requirements may enter National Merit Scholarship Corporation programs.  All students who take the PSAT will receive an official score report in critical reading, mathematics, and writing skills and will see how their scores compare to those of other students across the country.  For more information, visit www.collegeboard.com/quickstart.  

Although you must be in the 11th grade to qualify for the National Merit Scholarships, students in 9th and 10th grades are encouraged to take the test to get a head start on improving academic skills needed for success in college and beyond.  If you are interested in having your student take the test on October 13, 2010, please contact your student’s counselor, Mr. Pelham (A-K) at 586-461-3420 or Ms. Simmons (L-Z) at 586-461-3419.  The cost of the test is $13.  The fee must be paid by June 10, 2010 in the counseling office so that a test can be ordered for your student.  A limited number of fee waivers are available for 11th grade students only who qualify.  These will be given out on a first come first served basis.
