I.  Course Outline

The Visual arts program introduces students to the differences in 2 dimensional and 3 dimensional art.  Over time students will not only distinguish the differences but also create both 2 and 3 dimensional art.  Students will develop their understanding of design, composition, and execution as they develop their art work.
