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Visual Arts: 3 D Art I
I.  Course Outline

The Visual arts program introduces students to the differences in 2 dimensional and 3 dimensional art.  Over time students will not only distinguish the differences but also create both 2 and 3 dimensional art.  Students will develop their understanding of design, composition, and execution as they develop their art work. They will also increase their understanding of how the different tools introduced will be utilized.


Students will experience holistic learning which emphasizes the links between the disciplines, especially those connections that exist for the arts with Science, Mathematics, Social Studies and Humanities.  Students will be encouraged to consider multiple perspectives and develop an intercultural awareness that fosters tolerance, respect and empathy for others.  Art students will be introduced to the International Baccalaureate Learner Profile and Areas of Interaction as they relate to the content area of Science.
