The mission of the Seminole Elementary School Family is to provide a caring environment in which all students will reach their maximum potential as successful learners, creative thinkers and good citizens.

SCHOOL PROFILE

Seminole Academy of Literacy and Technology a newly constructed facility (2004) is a Kindergarten through 5th grade elementary school with 444 students.  The student body is racially and ethnically diverse; 47% African-American, 38 Caucasian, 1% Hispanic, 1% American Indian and 13% Multi-racial. Students come from households representing a broad range of socio-economic levels.  Current census shows that in 65% of district families, both parents work.  There are a high number of transient students.
Students are taught in self-contained classrooms for one academic year.  Our Multi-age classrooms incorporate grades in a 2-year continuous program.  Classrooms are physically located in grade-level pods to maximize instruction.  Planning time is scheduled so teachers at the same grade level may meet to collaborate and exchange ideas. Special needs students are serviced through the Special Education Department in Resource rooms and in two self-contained multi-aged classrooms.

STUDENT PLACEMENT RETENTION RATE

In some instances, students may need reinforcement of skills and retention is requested. Administration, parent and teacher discuss the retention to make the best decision for the student.

ASSESSMENT

Seminole Academy assesses each child as required by No Child Left Behind Guidelines.   The following assessments are used to measure student achievement in grades Kindergarten through Fifth grade:  MEAP, MLPP Assessments (Michigan Literacy Progress Portfolio), DRA (Developmental Reading assessment), and DIBELS (K-1).
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Michigan Educational Assessment Program (MEAP).   Seminole students in third, fourth and fifth grade were administered the MEAP English Language Arts (ELA) and Mathematics tests.  Fifth grade students were also administered the Science test.  The results show that students in third, fourth and fifth grades met or exceeded the State of Michigan AYP Targets set for the 2008-2009 school year in most areas.
The scores listed exhibit the percentage of students performing at Level 1 (Advanced), Level 2 (Proficient), Level 3 (Met or exceeded standards), Level 3 (Partially Proficient)  and Level 4 (Not Proficient).

ADEQUATE YEARLY PROGRESS (AYP)

The No Child Left Behind (NCLB  Act requires monitoring AYP on the MEAP English Language Arts ( ELA ) and the Mathematics tests.  To make AYP, a school must have at least 95% of its students taking the MEAP or the MI-Access assessment, and the total percent proficient must be equal to or higher than the state target percentages for the school year.  MEAP state proficiency targets for 2008 – 2009 are ELA 59% and Mathematics 65%.  Both the participation rates and the performance levels must be met for the school as well as for selected subgroups of students with 30 or more enrolled.

In 2008 – 2009, Seminole Academy met the requirements for AYP.
